This strategy has proven very powerful, and we 
would argue that the act of creating an accurate model 
from plans is very instructive. It has, at the same time, 
proven to be a very steep learning curve.  
 
CONCLUSIONS  
The CND Project will be formally unveiled at the 
American Institute of Architects Conference in San 
Francisco, April 29, 2008. At that time, the first six case 
studies will be posted online and available for public use. 
It is our hope that these resources prove both useful and 
inspiring in their invitation to study additional buildings 
closely to better understand their shared intelligence. 
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
